you may be filled with all the fullness of 

God.

Ephesians 3:14-21 

The Spirit cleans house in your life. (14-16) 

Goal of Stage #1:  
That the Holy Spirit be given the 
master key to every lock in your life 
for the purpose of going into the 
inner recesses of who you are and 
bringing you to experience that which 
is already yours in Christ. 



Ephesians 3:14-21 

The Son feels at home in your life. (17a) 

Goal of Stage #2:  

That Jesus Christ come in an abiding 
relationship wherein your life 
becomes His comfortable home. 



Ephesians 3:14-21 

The Son’s love adorns the walls of your 
life. (17b-19a) 

Goal of Stage #3:  

That the love of Christ would find 
concrete expression in the actual 
events of your life in ways that could 
never be explained in any other way. 



Ephesians 3:14-21 

The Father changes His address to your life. 
(19b) 

Goal of Stage #4:  

That God will be Himself in every area 
of your life and that people will 
recognize Him in you. 



Ephesians 3:14-21 

The world is invited to the open house. 
(20-21) 

Goal of Stage #5:  

That God will be so at home in your 
life that as you gladly give Him His 
way, people will behold the wonder of 
what it means to be deeply loved by 
the God of the universe. 



Ephesians 3:14-21 

“Dropping to my knees, I said, ‘Lord, 
You have been a guest and I have been 
the host. From now on I am going to 
be the servant. You are going to be the 
Lord.’ 
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“Running as fast as I could to the 
strongbox, I took out the title deed to 
the house describing its properties, 
assets, and liabilities.
